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The purpose of communicative competence is information exchange, which leads to
interactive and perceptive interaction. Establishing the contact with an individual (or a
group of individuals) and establishing the feedback are essential to achieving mutual
understanding. Such competence can be formed independently upon the availability of
one’s will and owing to certain efforts. However, pre-higher education system should
form a number of competencies of the potential specialist in certain branch, who would
be competitive enough in a contemporary labour market. Achieving this goal is
impossible without forming communicative competence.

Acquisition of professional language skills is provided by the Branch standard of
higher education of training at the first (bachelor) knowledge level 22 Health care
specialty 223 Nursing according to the educational program "Nurse". Thus, the content
of the training of nurses involves the acquisition by a future specialist of general
competencies, among which is the ability to communicate in the state language both
orally and in writing, to work in a team, to have the skills of interpersonal
communication.

The analysis of scientific pedagogical, psychological, medical, philosophical sources
has showed that the problem of formation of communicative competence in medical
college students is relevant and preferential among the main tasks of medical education
in Ukraine.

Analytical review of scientific publications on the reform of domestic medical
education suggests that one of the leading trends in the development of medical education
in the world in general and in Ukraine in particular in recent decades is the humanization

of the educational process. This process includes increasing the importance of the



humanities in education, their impact on professional disciplines, the focus on the
formation of a highly educated, intellectual personality in educational institutions. An
additional point is that nowadays in the context of medical education it is extremely
important to increase the learning motivation by means of new informational
technologies, improving equipment and material procurement of medical institutions’
clinical base.

Communicative competence occupies a leading position in the ranking of
competencies, as it includes the ability to integrate a number of skills and abilities as a
whole. Having analyzed the main approaches towards the definition of “communication”
and “communicative competence”, branch models of communicative competence we can
suggest our own definition. We believe, that the communicative competence of medical
college students (future nurses) should be considered as their ability to use special
knowledge of verbal and nonverbal communication by using a set of methods and tools
of interaction with other people of close and distant surrounding community (patients,
their relatives, colleagues, co-workers) as well as to master the technique of number of
social roles aiming at receiving and transmitting the relevant information.

The detailed study of communicative competence components, their interactions
and peculiarities, determining the criteria of communicative competence of future nurses
and the indicators characterizing these criteria, as well as the levels of their formation
makes it possible to create a model of communicative competence formation in future
nurses with the usage of informational and communicative technologies that include
target, content-procedural and effective blocks interconnected by direct and reverse
relations. Moreover, it makes possible to conclude that current globalization processes
and internal social and political situation in the country require the application of new
approaches towards the educational process, the formation of its new and high-quality
content. In current conditions professional pre-higher education requires both the
modernization of the content of educational programs aimed at the formation of personal
and professional competences in students and the improvement of teaching quality that
will increase the quality of national higher education in general. One of the most

important aspects of this process is the introduction of informational and communicative



technologies in the educational process.

It has been proved in practice that the introduction of reasonable organizational and
pedagogical conditions (the application of the informational and educational environment
in teaching philological disciplines; the usage of various internet resources in teaching
the discipline “Ukrainian Language” (on professional purposes); application of project
study) has a positive impact on the formation of communicative competence of future
nurses, contributes to the formation of professional skills in the educational process.
Quantitative indicators of the effectiveness of this dissertation research have conclusively
proved the positive impact of informational and communicative technologies on the level
of communicative competence of medical college students.

The presented conclusions and practical recommendations can positively influence
the organization of the educational process in the professional pre-higher institutions of a
medical profile and increase the effectiveness of the training of future medical nurses.
